Medications:

Pharmacy:

PCM Referral:
· Develops adverse reaction or allergy to Septra

· Severe signs/symptoms that last longer than 3 days after taking antibiotics

· Symptoms that come back within 14 days

· Fever (greater than 100.5°F or 38°C) while on antibiotics

· Pink, red or brown color to urine after 3 days

Patient Education:
· Educate patient on use of medications and side effects. Patient education handout is given to patient in person.  If assessment is made by phone, pharmacy personnel will give handout to patient.
