Indications for referral:

A. Severe signs/symptoms as listed on Flowsheet 1-A

B. If contact lens wearer

C. Retained foreign body

D. No response to treatment in 7-10 days or worsening symptoms

E. Herpes simplex, herpes zoster, Neisseria gonococcus
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
