TOBACCO CESSATION SUMMARY OF RESPONSIBLITIES

1.    Five-week Tobacco Cessation classes are offered through the Health Promotion Office at USNH.

2. A Tobacco Cessation Coordinator(s) and support Medical Provider(s) should be available at each of 

        the following locations:

3. Health Care Providers and other Professionals

Refer to the attached Tobacco Cessation CPG for guidance on assessing tobacco status and referral procedure.  

4. The Health Promotion Office :
a. Provides training all tobacco cessation facilitators and health care providers.

b. Provides educational materials and booklets.

c. Ensures that classes are scheduled.

d. Ensures that classes are marketed.

e. Ensures that a supporting medical Provider is available for classes held at USNH and Foster. 

f. Serves as the point of contact for scheduling community tobacco cessation classes at USNH and Foster.  

5.   Kinser,  Futenma, Courtney (Bush ), Hansen, and Schwab:    

a.    Coordinates tobacco cessation class sign-ups at their respective locations.

b. Assigns a provider to each tobacco cessation class.  

c. Ensures that a location is available.

6. Health Care Providers Supporting Tobacco Cessation

a. Must attend the initial session.

b. Review of the initial Tobacco Cessation Health Screens completed by the participants.

c. Enters initial prescriptions of nicotine replacement and zyban where indicated into CHCS.

d. Enters refills and is available for follow-up when necessary. 

7.   Tobacco Cessation Facilitators 

a. Must be trained by the USNH Health Promotion staff. 

b. Ensures that class times, dates, and location are scheduled.

c. Ensures adequate advertising and promotion is being done.

d. Ensures that a provider is assigned to class. 

e. Requests tobacco cessation booklets and supporting material from the Health Promotion office.

f. Provides each participant with a card to verify attendance.  Participants must present to Pharmacy in order to receive prescription.  

g. Ensures that provider is kept abreast of participant reported problems or desires to change prescription.   
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
