In College

If your child is enrolled as a full time student, they are eligible for TRICARE coverage until they reach their 23rd birthday.  Wherever your child elects to go to college, check with the TRICARE Service Center in that region to see if the PRIME option is available.  If it is not, your student will be covered under TRICARE Standard.  In the latter case, you may want to coordinate added coverage, such as campus student health programs or a TRICARE Standard supplement.  Since each person’s health care need is unique, the decision is entirely yours.

If TRICARE Prime is available near your child’s college campus, you may transfer his or her enrollment from your current region to the region where the college is located.  There is no charge to do this.   If your child returns home during the summer break you may transfer the enrollment back to your region for the summer.  If your child returns for less than 30 days it would be better to follow the rules of traveling with TRICARE rather than transferring enrollment.

Whenever filing claims be sure to notify the claims processor that the family has a split enrollment.
